Community Investment Volunteers are trained volunteers that support United Way in a 
collaborative effort in deciding how our donor contributions make the biggest impact, so that we 
can continue improving our community and ensure that grants are awarded to programs that are 
in line with United Way priorities for the upcoming year. United Way’s strategic plan is aimed at 
addressing four broad social challenges – education, income, health and homelessness and six 
specific community goals:

• Children enter school ready to learn and graduate prepared for careers 
• Young people avoid risky behaviors 
• Families are self-sufficient 
• People have access to primary health care 
• Homeless people are housed within one year
